From the Editor

With the printed verson of Issue No. 5 of the Revista de Investigacion Psicoeducativa we
begin a new era of our publication. Two years ago, a group of universty professors and
reearchers dong with practicing professonds in the fidd of education --psychologids,
educators, school psychologists, and guidance counsdors -- consddered the need to move
forward in the sharing of knowledge within our fidd. We confirmed the existence of different
lines of work and different tools for this purpose, found within the usud environments for
preparing professonds and for innovation in Educationa Psychology. Nonethdess, we Al
fdt tha an important deficit remained, something essentid to the advancement of scientific
and professona knowledge: thet is, grester relevance assgned to research in gpplied settings
(as a source for generating and building on knowledge) as wel as increased interchange of

knowledge between the academic and professiona worlds.

As we looked at the root of tis problem, we consdered one reason to be the lack of
communication channds, channels which could encompass both research gpproaches, and a
second reason to be the excessve, unjudtified consderation of research work as something
bdonging exdusvey to the universty environment, to the deriment of the importance
potentidly gained from practitioners research.

To address these issues we launched the bilingua Electronic Journal of Research in

Educational Psychology (www.investigacionpscopedagogicaorg/revistalenglish). Beyond

our initid hopes and plans, the number of entries and requests to participate has increased
deadily. Notwithganding, after two years of experience and an unwavering commitment to
new technologies, we find that an additiond printed verson, initidly in Spanish only, will be
of vaue in our effort to provide a forum for communication among educators, researchers and

applied prectitioners, as we condder together the issues of Educationd and School
Psychology.

This second initictive is made possble thanks to the combination of support received
from the Univerdty of Almeria, as an inditution, through its different researchers and
research groups, together with EOS Publishers, who believed in this project and have

provided their organizationd support. We extend our sncere thanks for their commitment to
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the task of academic and professond research, which goes beyond mere profitability

concerns, inevitable asthey are in the knowledge market.

Henceforward, we place a your digpostion two new, coexisting tools, the printed,
Spanish-only verson and the bilingual electronic verson of the Journd, in hopes that both
will hdp bring together research, reflection and academic innovation to the fiedd of
Educationd Psychology and Applied School Psychology, as wel as provide incentives for
generating knowledge proposas which sem from and are demondrated in the practitioner’s
environment.  This will contribute to overcoming the loss of reevance in professond
knowledge, which in some cases has characterized academic knowledge, and to overcoming

the epistemological split which isfound between the two knowledge types.

To accomplish this, we have diginguished two sections within the Journd.  The first
is cdled academic and professond research, where professonds from both contexts may
offer their research to enrich the practice of Educationd and School Psychology. The second
section, caled practical applications, is a space for presenting reviews, well-founded
reflections, professond experiences, materids which ae technologicdly or didacticaly
innovative, or forma dudies regarding materids used in evaduation or intervention, dl of
which contributing, to a greater or lesser degree, to well-founded, scientific practice of the

profession.

If, between dl of us, we are successful in contributing toward these objectives, our
effortswill have been wel worthwhile.
